e U.S. radon measurement program in the 1950s by the US
Public Health Service to measure radon in uranium mines

* EPA took over radon measurement program in 1970

* In 1984, the US Radon Program began when high radon
concentrations were found in Pennsylvania homes

* 1988, Indoor Radon Abatement Act helped establish state and
tribal radon programs, technical assistance, proficiency
programs, and training centers

e 1998, EPA privatized proficiency program
* Present, continuing radon awareness
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* Indoor Radon Abatement Act 1988

* Provide funding for State and Tribal

Indoor Radon Grants (SIRG) and
training centers

* Technical assistance and guidance
* National Radon Action Plan
