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Background/Context

* Aradon professional’s job is serious, technical work. Third Party

* Credentials identify professionals who possess Accreditation
the necessary competencies to perform a job.

Third party accreditation provides an added layer of risk management.

Degree of Rigor
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Background/Context

* EPA has statutory authority to ensure professional proficiency. This includes:

* Qversight of credentialing practices.
Providing a national radon reference through EPA’s National Air and Radiation Lab.
Supporting development of and access to voluntary consensus standards (VCS).

EPA has never had authority to reguire actions on the part of industry or
state/tribal governments.
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Background/Context

° Primary Intent: Outline a quality standard for credentialing and align
credentialing practices through a right-sized process for the radon community.

* 2017 & 2023 Public Comment Periods
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2023 Proposed Credentialing Criteria

Overview

* Proposed criteria closely aligned with 2017 proposal.

* Primary Audience: Organizations that credential radon professionals
(Certification Bodies and State-run programs)

* Retained third-party accreditation to international standard for certification of personnel
(ISO/IEC 17024:2012)

* 3-year phase-in period.
* Integrated radon voluntary consensus standards (ANSI/AARST).

* Biggest Change: New pathway for state-run programs that doesn’t require third party
accreditation.
